Nunu Zhang understands how important financial support is for
students. This fourth-year music student felt overwhelmed by the
expense of university life when she arrived at Western and
appreciated the entrance scholarship she received.

“I was shocked at the realization of how expensive everything
was and thankful to have extra funds that | could put toward my
tuition and living expenses,’ notes Nunu, who is the first in her
family to attend university in Canada. She emigrated from China
with her parents when she was six years old and grew up in
Owen Sound.

Now, Nunu is one of nearly 50 student callers who raised more
than $648,000 in contributions through Western's Annual Giving
Call Centre last year. She feels privileged to help raise funds for
Western students who are likely worried by the expense of going
to university, just as she was.

My time in school has been fantastic and donor generosity
has helped contribute to the sense of community at Western.”

Nunu says the Ontario Graduate Scholarship Program is
something she strongly believes in, as well as scholarships and
bursaries for students in need.

THE COST OF FUNDRAISING

The University of Western Ontario is committed to
openness and transparency in our fundraising and
charitable operations.

Our three-year average cost per dollar raised is just 10
per cent (10 cents for each dollar raised), well below the
Canada Revenue Agency recommended threshold of
35 per cent. No funds received from donors are used
for fundraising expenses. All fundraising expenses are
supported by the University and Foundation Western.

Western is a Sector Champion and member of the
Ethical Code Program with Imagine Canada
(www.imaginecanada.ca). The University of Western
Ontario and Foundation Western are both registered
charities through the Canada Revenue Agency.
