Leadership in Treating Movement Disorders

The Movement Disorders Program (MDP) at The University of Western Ontario is a unique, integrated
neurology/neurosurgery research and treatment facility that cares for patients with Parkinson’s disease,
Huntington’s disease, dystonia, tremor and Tourettes Syndrome. Our research based clinical treatment
approach s a collaborative effort among the team of scientists and clinicians, expanding the breadth and
scope of the science and therapeutics of movement disorders.

In recognition of this comprehensive approach, we have recently been designated a National Center
of Excellence in Parkinson’s Disease by the National Parkinson Foundation in Miami, Florida.
Organizations that receive this prestigious designation demonstrate excellence in research, advanced
clinical care, and outreach.

The collaborative nature of our program brings together clinicians and scientists from across Canada. Our
team uses broad research methodologies of neurobiology, mathematics and technology to tackle important
and challenging problems facing patients with these disabling diseases. This research takes form in several broadly defined areas:

Pharmaceutical company funded clinical trials of new and innovative medications

Original clinical research questions to treat conditions such as drooling and fatigue

Clinical motor control research tackling issues of gait, balance, and motion

Laboratory research (bench research) including animal models, rodent models, and theoretical neuroscience (computation and
mathematics)

B Technology transfer in order to bring innovative ideas and products to the market place through intellectual property development and
forming spin-off companies

Building a Vision

Our vision is to build upon our successful approach to become the most comprehensive centre for Parkinson’s Disease and
Movement Disorders in North America. We believe that by integrating multiple methods of research and treatment in movement
disorders, we will discover opportunities that will enable us to continue to deliver tangible, commercial products to market and improve the
management and care of movement disorders.

We are committed to establishing a Chair in Movement Disorders to implement our vision. An endowment fund of $3 million will
generate approximately $135,000 annually to support the activities of the Chair. This will include, but is not limited to, the following:

B Overseeing the diverse components across the program

B Supervising research activities and identifying collaborative opportunities that will advance our mission

B Interfacing with intellectual property development to facilitate the advancement of research results from the bench to
commercial application

B Promoting our success and articulating our vision to the scientific community and beyond

Our centre and team offers a unique vision and expertise not available elsewhere in Canada. With the support of our private
sector partners, we will appoint a visionary leader to implement our mandate and produce important research and clinical
advances to care for those suffering with movement disorders.
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Research Leadership

Dr. Mandar Jog

Dr. Jog is the Director of the Movement Disorders Program in London Ontario and Professor of Neurology
at The University of Western Ontario. This program has recently been recognized by the National Parkinson
Foundation (NPF) as a Center of Excellence.

Dr.Jog trained in Neurology in Toronto and completed a fellowship in Movement disorders with Dr. Anthony
Lang. This was followed by a four year post-doctoral fellowship in Computational Neuroscience at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) in Boston and a Visiting Professorship at Stanford Research
Institute in California at the Artificial Intelligence Center.

Dr. Jog is an associate editor at the Canadian Journal of Neurological Sciences and a reviewer for many journals. His research interests, on which he
has published over 70 papers and 100 abstracts, include topics such as clinical trials, motor control, neurophysiology and computational modeling,
multichannel recording and web-based teaching of movement disorders.

Dr. Jog has travelled internationally to conduct workshops and courses along with many speaking engagements. Dr. Jog has one patent and twelve
provisional patents for new innovative electrophysiological technology and is the co-founder of Medtrode Inc. and founder of ManJog Enterprises.

Dr. Jog has supervised eight clinical fellows, three PhD students and co-supervised numerous other students in the fields of movement disorders,
neuroscience, motor control and computational neuroscience. Several of these individuals have been recruited as practicing physicians at the university
level and in the community.

Dr. Jog has substantial experience as a team manager. Itis for this team work in science, clinical care and outreach efforts that the Movement Disorders
Program has been designated a Center of Excellence. Dr. Jog heads a team of nurses and physicians and runs a twice a week movement disorders clinic
offering his services to over 4,000 patients with movement disorders. His outreach clinics in Thunder Bay and Windsor offer services to patients who
cannot travel to the clinic. Also, Dr. Jog provides free clinics annually in developing countries.
